** The Upcoming event sponsored by CHAS in Duncan’s Mills, CA – July 17-18, 2010 – will now 
Charge re-enactors a $10 fee ($15 for families) to attend this event.  This change came as a result of 
ongoing “family issues” of the site property owners.  This is a beautiful, serene site and the only one 
offered by the California Historical Artillery Assoc. however, this policy change is said by some, to 
violate the PACWR agreement of reciprocal free events.  At this point, there has been no official decision 
or reaction by PACWR so each individual re-enactor is encouraged to make their own decision regarding 
attendance.

IMPORTANT INFORMATION: DUNCAN’S MILLS EVENT 

ARE YOU CONFUSED ABOUT SAFETY TESTS?   A few years back, the Pacific Area Civil War Reenactors 
(PACWR) organization was formed to organize interested CW Reenacting clubs, into a group with common safety rules.  Since 
the CWRS petitioned for membership in PACWR, that “umbrella organization” now manages our basic Safety Rules/Tests/and 
related subjects.  The current policy dictates that each member-reenactor must have an ANNUAL safety test on file.  It must be 
dated within the calendar-year.  Club officers/Board members, must be diligent to make sure the tests are current ones (the tests 
change over time), and that each member of our club has a current, calendar-year test on file.  If a new member joins late in the 
calendar-year, they must take their first Safety Test to be allowed to participate in that year, and then will have to take another 
one, along with all the rest of the club, just a few months later, to meet the requirements for the NEW calendar-year.  Here’s the 
website with current tests:  http://pacwr.org/safety.htm   Hope that’s helpful information for everyone.
